21.2 The right is reserved to procure outside of the contract small
quantities or to have minor essential services executed if an
emergency arises, the suppliers paint of supply is not situated at
or near the place where the goods are required, or the
supplier's services are not readily available.

23.3 Where the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in par,
the purchaser may decide o impose a resirction penalty on the
supplier by prohibiting such supplier from doing business with the
public sector for a period not exceeding 10 years.
